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China mkts begin turnaround
after being priced for collapse

INVESTORS HAVE BEEN run-
ning scared of China thisyearas
a regulatory crackdown and
fears of financial contagion
have roiled the nation’s assets.
They now look to be making
theirway back.

Chinese authorities have in
recent days allayed the biggest
concerns held by global funds
through speeches, state-media
articles, looser policy and in
some cases direct intervention.
The message is clear: Beijing
will act to avoid a property-
market collapse,address energy
shortages, contain China Ever-
grande Group’s debt crisis,and
limit its tech market crack-
down. And for the first time,
President Xi Jinping clarified
what his “common prosperity”
campaign is trying to accom-
plish.

The result was a dramatic
turnaround in Chinese markets
this week, with a high-yield

Americans
can mix &
match
Covid-19
boosters,
says Fauci

AMERICANS CAN CHOOSE a
Covid-19 booster shot that is
different from their original
inoculation but the recom-
mendation is to stick with the
vaccine they got first if it is
available, White House chief
medical adviser Anthony Fauci
said on Friday.

"It's generally recom-
mended that you get the
booster that is the original reg-
imen that you got in the first
place," Fauci, director of the
National Institute of Allergy
and Infectious Diseases, said in
an interview with CNN.

"But for one reason or other
- and there may be different
circumstances with people,
availability or just different
personal choices - you can, as
we say, mix and match," Fauci
said in an interview with CNN.

The US Centres for Disease
Control and Prevention (CDC)
on Thursday recommended
the Covid-19 vaccine boosters
for recipients of the Moderna
and Johnson & Johnson shots,
and said Americans can choose
a different shot from their
original inoculation as a
booster.

Fauci's comments con-
trasted with the recommenda-
tions from the CDC and Food
and Drug Administration this
week, which said that Ameri-
cans should get boosters but
did not specify which combi-
nations would be best.

The recommendations also
opened the door for recipients
of the one-shot J&] vaccine to
getadose of the Pfizer or Mod-
erna vaccines that have been
shown to afford greater pro-
tection in a variety of studies.

"You can now mix and
match one with the other, but
in general it just makes sense
to go with what your original
regimen was," Fauci said.

US Surgeon General Vivek
Murthy echoed the sugges-
tion.

"If you got a Pfizer/Mod-
erna and if you did well with
your primary series, I thinkit's
quite reasonable to stick with
what you got originally," he
said in an interview with
CNBC.

Studies have shown that
boosters from Pfizer, Moderna
and J&J all enhance protection
against the virus, he said.

"The bottom line is: We
have good options now, we
have flexibility in terms of
which vaccine you get,"
Murthy said.

Although these vaccines
have been highly effective in
preventing serious illness and
death, some government sci-
entists have suggested that
boosters are needed to keep
immunity high, especially as
the extremely contagious
Delta variant can cause break-
through infections among
some who are fullyvaccinated.
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credit index heading for its
biggest gain in 18 months,
beaten-up stocks such as Didi
Global and Kuaishou Technol-
ogy surging about 20%, and
developer shares posting the
biggest two-day gain in nine
months.

Chinese stocks dropped so
much in the third quarter they
lagged the world by the most in
20 years. Credit traders were
pricing a 45% default rate for
the nation’s property develop-
ers,a number Morgan Stanley
said was far too high.

“We think that this pricing
is unrealistic,” Kelvin Pang, the
brokerage’s Hong Kong-based

strategist wrote in a research
note this week. “China high-
yield valuation is pricingalot of
downside risk and no expecta-
tion of easing from both regu-
lators and local governments.”
Chinese policy makers have
made it clear they won’t allow
the Evergrande crisis to turn sys-
temic. Vice Premier Liu He be-
came the highest-ranking offi-
cial tostress that fact, saying this
week risks in the property mar-
ket are controllable. People’s
Bank of China GovernorYi Gang
and an official at the country’s
banking regulator both made

similar comments.

The centralbankis doingits
bit to ensure there’s sufficient
liquidity in the financial sys-
tem, injecting 270 billion yuan
(S42 billion) in short-term
funding over the past three
days. That’s helped suppress
borrowing costs in the inter-
bank market.

Authorities are also taking
action toalleviate the credit cri-
sis gripping the property indus-
try, loosening restrictions on
home loans at some of the
largest banks and allowing the
sale of securities backed by res-

US warns of efforts by China
enetic data

to collect g

CHINESE FIRMS ARE collect-
ing genetic data from around
the world, part of an effort by
the Chinese government and
companies to develop the
world’s largest bio-database,
American intelligence officials
reported on Friday.

The National Counterintel-
ligence and Security Centre said
in a new paper that the United
States needs to better secure
critical technologies including
artificial intelligence, quantum
computing, semiconductors
and other technologies related
to the so-called bioeconomy.

China and other countries
are trying to dominate these
technologies, and are using
both legal and illegal means to
acquire American know how,
said Michael Orlando, the act-
ing director of the counterintel-
ligence center,an arm of the Of-
fice of the Director of National
Intelligence.

The American private sector
haslongbeen in the cross hairs
of China and other countries
trying to steal American tech-
nology and intellectual prop-
erty.Other countries like Russia
also remain a threat, but the
economic might of China
makes it the biggest threat, of-
ficials said.

China believes dominating
these areas will give it an eco-
nomic edge, and American
companies are also investing
heavily. Artificial intelligence
and machine learning hold the
promise to revolutionise many
aspects of life, including mili-
tary operations. Quantum
computing will allow countries
to break the toughest encryp-
tion that exists today,and semi-
conductorsarevital notjust for
computers but many consumer

products.

But officials are now also
stressing the intersection of
technology and genetic and bi-
ological research as an area of
competition and espionage.Ed-
ward You, who is the national
counterintelligence officer for
emerging and disruptive tech-
nologies, said the Chinese gov-
ernment is collecting medical,
health and geneticdata around
the world. The country that
builds the best database of in-
formation will have an edge on
developing cures for future
pandemics, and China already
hasan advantage, he said.

Beijing has a track record of
misusing genetic data, the
counterintelligence center said,
citing a 2019 New York Times
report on how China uses ge-
netic tests to track members of
the Uyghurs, a predominantly
Muslim minority group.

Citing a Reuters report,You
said a Chinese company, BGI,
had developed a neonatal ge-
netic test with the Chinese
military that had enabled it to
collect information from mil-
lions of people around the
world. The firm gained a
foothold in the United States
in 2013,when it purchased an
American genomics firm.

centeralso highlighted invest-
ments by WuXi,which bought
a Pfizer manufacturing plant
in China, announced a pro-
duction facility in Massachu-
settsand made an investment
in 2015 in 23andMe, the con-
sumer genetics company.

“They are developing the
world’s largest bio database,”
You said of the Chinese gov-
ernment efforts. “Once they
have access to your genetic
data, it’s not something you
can change like a pin code.”

WuXi has a less than 1%
investment in 23andMe and
has never received any cus-
tomer data, Jacquie Cooke
Haggarty, the company’s
deputy general counsel, said
in a statement. No data has
ever been shared with a Chi-
nese-owned company and no
investor has access to the data,
she said.

“All of our testing is per-
formed and has always been
performed in US-based labora-
tories,” she said.

The company also said it
stores information about
names and contact informa-
tion separate from its genetic
data. The company follows the
highest encryption standards
and tests its defenses daily, she
said. —NYT
